Flashcards are a staple ingredient of a good study
program.
If you only have one tool in your toolbelt of study

techniques, flashcards should be it. They are easy to make, .

easy to use and, backed by research, they work! Put your
question on one side and the solution on the other, and
hey-presto, you’re good to go. Flashcards can be used
individually to self-test or use them on your peers to check
each other's understanding; you can even reverse them
(like Jeopardy) and try to determine the question when
shown the answer.

When used frequently, they support your recall, backed by research from the Ebbinghaus
forgetting curve. Mix up different topics or subjects to aid in your ability to recall knowledge out
of order. There is no greater go-to than flashcards.

Flashcards are compact, you can put them in your pencil case, blazer pocket, leave them on
the kitchen table (practice before breakfast and dinner) or pull them out on the drive into
school or whilst on the bus. In the year we focus on Responsibility for Learning, flashcards are
king!

Once we receive your form at DHS our team will register your child and
arrange for you to receive an appointment in the mail.
